a community art installation

The Jar Room is a collaborative community art installation led by multi-disciplinary artist Lauren 
Lysaght and facilitated by the Sarjeant Gallery, open to all ages and artistic backgrounds.

The project involves using recycled glass jars and materials that are metallic in colour or nature to create mini 
artistic displays by a broad range of participants from the local community. The result will be a huge combined 
artwork, every jar will become part of an installation at the Sarjeant Gallery, opening 9 September, 2017.

All donated jars and materials can be delivered to Front of House, Sarjeant on the Quay during 
normal opening hours, final donations no later than Friday 14 July, 4pm
- please ensure jars have lids and are clean with no labels

Decorated jars ready for exhibition can be delivered (with an entry form) to the Front of House, 
Sarjeant on the Quay no later than Friday 18 August, 4pm

After this date, any remaining jars uncollected will be recycled so it is very important 
to collect on the dates listed if you’d like your jar back.
